SERIES HISTORY

The Patriots and Steelers will square off for the 29th time overall, including 24
regular season meetings and four postseason meetings, two of which were
AFC Championship matchups.

This week's game will be the Patriots’ 7th game overall at Heinz Field. The
Patriots own a 2-2 regular season record and a 2-0 postseason record at
Heinz Field.

The last time the two teams played was in the 2015 Kickoff celebration game
as the 2014 defending Super Bowl Champions. The Patriots prevailed, 28-21,
at Gillette stadium on Sept. 10, 2015.

New England owns a 3-1 record against the Steelers in the postseason and
Pittsburgh holds a 14-10 advantage in the regular season.

The teams played in the AFC Championship Game following the 2001 and
2004 seasons, with the Patriots winning both times en route to Super Bowl ti-
tles. The teams played in the divisional playoffs in 1996 and 1997. The Patriots
beat Pittsburgh, 28-3, at Foxboro Stadium en route to their Super Bowl XXXI
appearance. Pittsburgh beat the Patriots the following season, 7-8, at Three
Rivers Stadium.

On the night the New England Patriots celebrated the 2014 Super Bowl win
one last time with pregame festivities that included all four Lombardi trophies
and the unveiling of the Super Bowl XLIX banner, @B Tom Brady and TE Rob
Gronkowski put on a show by connecting on three touchdown passes to help
lead the Patriots to a 28-21 victory over the visiting Pittsburgh Steelers in a
Thursday Night NFL Kickoff game.

Brady completed 25-0f-32 passes for 288 yards with four touchdowns and
no interceptions. It was Brady's 161 st career win as a starting quarterback for
the Patriots, surpassing Brett Favre (160 wins with Green Bay) for the most
wins by a starting quarterback with one team. In the process of the win, Brady
set a team record with 19 consecutive pass completions.

Three of Brady's touchdown passes went to Gronkowski with two coming in
the second quarter for a 14-0 lead. Gronkowski finished with five receptions for
94 yards, including a 52-yard completion in the fourth quarter on a drive that
culminated when Brady connected with Gronkowski on a 1-yard touchdown
pass to make it 28-14 with just under 10 minutes to play.

Pittsburgh took the opening kick and drove deep into New England territory
before K Josh Scobee missed on a 44-yard field goal.

The Patriots got on the scoreboard first when Brady led a 13-play, 90-yard
drive where he converted three third-down plays before finishing the drive with
a 1B6-yard touchdown pass to Gronkowski early in the second quarter. After
stopping the Steelers on the ensuing drive, Brady engineered a S-play, 64-yard
drive that ended on a 6-yard touchdown pass to Gronkowski for a 14-0 lead.
After Pittsburgh finished the first half with a drive that ended in a field goal, the
Patriots opened the third quarter with a 9-play, 80-yard drive that finished with
a 1-yard touchdown pass from Brady to TE Scott Chandler, who converted his
first catch as a Patriot into a touchdown reception.

The score increased the Patriots lead to 21-3. Pittsburgh responded on the
ensuing drive with an 80-yard drive that ended on a 1-yard touchdown run by
RB Will Johnson. A successful two-point play closed the New England lead to
21-11.

The Steelers opened the fourth quarter with a scoring drive that ended in a
24-yard field goal by Scobee to make it 21-14. But, on the first play of the next
series, Brady and Gronkowski hooked up for a 52-yard pass play that helped
get in position for a 1-yard touchdown pass to Gronkowski to extend the Patri-
ots lead to 28-14.

Pittsburgh scored a touchdown with seven seconds to play to make it 28-

The New England Patriots improved to 5-1 after a strong performance by
AB Tom Brady and TE Rob Gronkowski helped the Patriots to a 35-17 victory
over the visiting Cincinnati Bengals.

Brady played in his first home game of the 2016 season and did not disap-
point the home crowd. He finished 29-0f-35 for 376 yards and three touch-
downs. Gronkowski finished with a career-high of 162 yards receiving on seven
receptions. Brady’'s 82.9 completion percentage was the seventh-highest sin-
gle-game mark of his career.

Despite a sluggish first half, New England managed to hold a 10-7 half-
time lead. After taking a 3-O first quarter lead, Cincinnati had two strong sec-
ond-quarter drives. Their first ended at the goal line when the Bengals failed to
score on three straight plays from the 1-yard line. A fourth-and-goal attempt
was stopped wen DL Anthony Johnson and DL Alan Branch combined to tackle
RB Giovani Bernard. The Bengals stopped the ensuing drive and marched 60
yards on seven plays before QB Andy Dalton scored on a 2-yard run for a 7-3
lead. The Patriots took over with 3:10 to play in the first half and executed an
eight-play, 75-yard drive that resulted in a 15-yard touchdown pass from Brady
to RB James White with 1:01 to play to make it 10-7 at the half.

Cincinnati briefly took the lead in the third quarter after taking the sec-
ond-half kick and culminating an 80-yard drive with a 5-yard touchdown pass
from Dalton to WR Brandon LaFell to put them in front,14-10. The Patriots
responded with a safety and a pair of touchdown passes from Brady - first to
Gronkowski and then a second touchdown pass to White to take a 25-14 lead
into the fourth quarter.

After a 52-yard punt followed by a holding penalty backed Cincinnati to the
8-yard line, LB Dont’a Hightower sacked Dalton in the end zone for a safety
to narrow the Bengals lead to 14-12. The Patriots took the free kick and a
24-yard pass from Brady to TE Martellus Bennett and a 38-yard pass from
Brady to Gronkowski helped get in position for Brady’s 4-yard touchdown pass
to Gronkowski for a 19-14 Patriots lead. The Patriots stopped the Bengals on
the next set of downs and a 38-yard pass from Brady to Gronkowski helped get
into position for Brady’s 4-yard touchdown pass to White for a 15-point third
quarter and a 25-14 lead.

Cincinnati added a field goal in the fourth quarter, but the Patriots scored
10 points on their final two drives with a 31-yard field goal by K Stephen Gost-
kowski and a 1-yard touchdown run by RB LeGarrette Blount for a 35-17 final.

*The Patriots have won seven straight division titles (2008-15) to match the
Los Angeles Rams (1973-79] for the most consecutive division titles and look
to pass that mark in 2016.

*The Patriots have 15 straight winning seasons and need one more to tie the
San Francisco 4Sers (1983-98) and the Dallas Cowboys (1970-85) for the
most consecutive winning seasons at 16 since the 1970 merger.

*The Patriots have participated in a postseason game for seven straight sea-
sons and can become the fifth team in NFL history to play in a postseason
game in at least eight consecutive seasons in 2016.

*The Patriots have advanced in the postseason for five straight seasons and
need to advance in the postseason in 2016 to match the record of six straight
seasons of postseason advancement by the Dallas Cowboys (1991-96).

BILL BELICHICK

*Bill Belichick (B6) needs to reach one more Super Bowl as a head coach to
break a tie with Don Shula (8] for the most conference titles.

*Belichick has four Super Bowl wins as a head coach to match Pittsburgh’s
Chuck Noll for the most wins. With one more Super Bowl! win, Belichick will have
the most wins by a head coach in Super Bowl history.

*Belichick is tied with Tom Landry and Don Shula with 13 division titles and needs
one more division title to set the record for most among all head coaches.

*Bill Belichick passed Curly Lambeau for fourth place and now has 228 regu-
lar seasons wins.

*Belichick's Patriots teams have twice recorded five straight years of playoff
advancement (2003-07 and 2011-18], tying the NFL record.

*If Brady reaches 30 or more touchdowns passes in 2016, he will become
just the fourth player in NFL history with 30 or more touchdown passes in
seven seasons, joining Brett Favre (9], Peyton Manning (9) and Drew Brees (8).

*Brady is tied with Peyton Manning with four seasons with 35 or more touch-
downs and needs to reach 35 touchdowns in 2016 for his fifth season with 35
or more touchdowns to become the all-time leader in this category.

*Brady is currently fifth on the NFL’s all-time list with 58,810 career passing
yards and needs 1,190 yards to become the fifth NFL player to reach 60,000
passing yards.

*Brady has passed for 4,000 yards eight times in his career and if he reaches
4,000 yards in 2016, he will be the third player to reach nine seasons with 4,000
yards, joining Peyton Manning (14) and Drew Brees (10).

*Brady led the NFL with 36 touchdowns passes in 2015, his fourth time lead-
ing the NFL in touchdowns.

*Gronkowski has 22 100-yard games, including two in 2016 and is tied with-

*Gronkowski has 5,837 receiving yards and needs 732 yards to move past
Heath Miller (6,569] for 10th place all-time among tight ends.
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Since Robert Kraft purchased the
team in 1994, the Patriots have
experienced one of the most dra-
matic turnarounds in the history of
sports. Now in his 23rd season of
ownership, Kraft has transformed
one of the league’s least successful
clubs into what observers view as
a model NFL franchise. In the five
seasons immediately preceding his
purchase [1988-93), the Patriots
were a moribund team, winning just
19 of 80 games (.238 pct.) and
logging the worst record in the NFL
over that span. When he bought the
franchise on Jan. 21, 1994, Kraft

announced his intention to bring a championship to New England, a tall
order considering the team'’s previous success rate. But under Kraft's
leadership, the Patriots have won more division titles (15), conference
crowns (7] and Super Bowl championships (4) than any other NFL
team. Super Bowl XLIX was the seventh Super Bowl appearance since
Kraft purchased the team, a period during which no other team has
earned more than four berths. In Kraft's 22 seasons, the Patriots have
qualified for the playoffs 17 times, more than doubling the franchise’s
accomplishments during its first 34 seasons.

EDELMAN TAKES HIS FATHER’S ADVICE

If there is one thing Julian Edelman has never lacked, it's athletic ability. A
dualthreat quarterback at Kent State and former baseball standout in high
school, Edelman once wowed Toronto Blue Jays players with his impressive

He almost always draws two guys out
there unless they're in an eight-man rush. Most of the time, there’s two guys
out there — fourth-and-short, where they're trying to protect the box — but he
draws a lot of double teams, and deservedly so. He does an outstanding job of
covering punts.”

JAMIE COLLINS’ JOURNEY

The road to the NFL has been anything but
easy for linebacker and 2013 second-round draft
pick Jamie Collins. The youngest of five siblings
growing up in Meadville, Miss., Collins lost both
of his parents when he was six years old and was
raised by one of his sisters, who was in her mid
20s.

Collins turned to football as an outlet to help
him through the tough times. “It means a lot. It's
my living,” Collins told 7he Boston Herald. “It kept
me on track.” Collins’ resiliency in dealing with
adversity has made a lasting impact on fellow
Mississippi native and former Patriots RB Stevan
Ridley, who grew up 30 miles west of Meadville in Natchez, Miss., and got to
know Collins through a family friend. “What I've known about him, he really has
been a strong person,” Ridley told the Herald. “Anybody that's gone through
the things that he’s gone through and can still find a way to be successful on
the football field, you have to be mentally tough. That's what he’s kind of done
as a teammate here. He’s come in here and accepted his role and did a pretty
good job as a rookie.”

COLLINS SETS CAREER HIGH

LB Jamie Collins set a career high with 2 1,/2 sacks in the win at Buffalo on
Sept. 20, 2015. It was his second career multi-sack game. He registered his
first NFL two-sack game at San Diego (12/7/14).

TEAM LEADER

Collins had a standout second season in 2014. He led the team in total tackles
(109), forced fumbles (4] and fumble recoveries (2], and tied for the team lead
in interceptions (2).

COLLINS CAME TO PLAY

Collins notched an interception his second straight game vs. Houston
(9/22/16), bringing his regular-season interception total to five. He has two
additional interceptions in the postseason. Collins also finished with an person-
al-best of 14 total tackles in the Texans game, besting his previous high of 13
vs. NY Jets on Oct. 16, 2014 and at Green Bay on Nov. 30, 2014.

MAKING THE OLYMPICS

On July 18, Nate Ebner was selected to the 2016
U.S. Olympic Rugby squad and after he was given
an excused leave of absence from his football ob-
ligations in Foxboro, suited up for Team USA in
Rio de Janeiro in August. The Dublin, Ohio native
was introduced to the sport of rugby around the
age of six and developed a passion and a talent
that stemmed from his father and role model,
Jeff Ebner, who played the game at the Universi-
ty of Minnesota. Nate did not play football in high
school but was a two-time MVP of the USA Rugby
team at the Junior World Cup and a standout on
the U18 and U20 national teams.

Although his parents were divorced, Nate and his father remained very close.
“We were super tight,” Nate told the Boston Globe. “l would put my father-son
relationship against anyone’s. He taught me how to be a man.” The two often
spent time working together at the family’s auto reclamation business, Ebner
& Sons in Springfield, Ohio, and would also train in the gym together behind the
motto, “Finish Strong,” - a message Jeff always preached to his son.

2000. His twin brother, Wasswa, played for San Francisco and Minnesota
from 1999-2001. According to McCourty’'s mother, the two can only be told
apart by tiny scars on their faces left by chickenpox. The McCourty twins are
one of two active sets of twins playing in the NFL.

He entered the league
as a fifth-round pick by the Saints in 2006 and was waived four times by New
Orleans and Miami before landing in New England on Aug. 2, 2009. He spent
the 2009 offseason trying to make the New Orleans team as a long snapper.
Before coming to the Patriots, he had appeared in just eight games over three
seasons. He doubled that total in his first year in New England, appearing in 15
games in 2008 and his role on the team has grown since, earning a starting
role at linebacker in 2010 and 2011 before moving to a starting role on the
defensive line in 2011.

CAREER DAY IN BUFFALO

Ninkovich finished with a three-sack game for the first time in his career in
the win at Buffalo (10/12/14), He has had two two-sack performances - vs.
Miami (1/2/11) and at Carolina (11,/18/13).

CRAZY EIGHTS

Ninkovich had eight sacks in three consecutive seasons from 2012-14, be-
coming the first Patriots player to have at least eight sacks in three consecu-
tive seasons since Pro Football Hall of Famer Andre Tippett achieved the feat
from 1985-87 (1985, 162, 1986, 8%z and 1987, 12'%).

NINKOVICH SCORED AS A TE IN COLLEGE

Ninkovich played some at tight end in college at Purdue and caught two touch-
down passes with a 2-yard touchdown pass from Buffalo GB Kyle Orton and
a 1-yard touchdown pass from former New York Giants and Indianapolis GB
Curtis Painter.

Defensive backs Logan Ryan and Duron Harmon are used to working togeth-
er. Ryan and Harmon began their college football careers together as mem-
bers of the same recruiting class at Rutgers University and developed a close
friendship during their four years in Piscataway, N.J. As fate would have it, Ryan
and Harmon would begin their NFL journeys together as well when the Patriots
selected the two defensive backs just eight picks apart in the third round of the
2013 NFL Draft.

Reunited once again, the former Scarlet Knights are excited and eager to
make their mark, just as they did at Rutgers. “We talked before the draft and
said how good it would be to play on the same team again, and for it to happen
again, it's exciting and it's a blessing,” Harmon told 7he Boston Globe. “It's great
[we’re contributing], because at the end of the day you want to play, and to
contribute to a team like this, it's fun.”

RYAN RETURNS... TO SCHOOL

When Logan Ryan decided to leave Rutgers and enter the NFL Draft
after his redshirt junior season in 2012, he made a promise to his parents
that after his rookie year, he would return to school and earn his degree.

Ryan kept his promise and graduated in the spring of 2014 with a
degree in labor relations and a minor in psychology.

“I committed to Rutgers, not only as a football player, but as a student, so
| was going to make sure | finished that end too,” Ryan told NJ.com.

“It's a big accomplishment in my life. | held my word to my parents and
stuck with it and I'm fortunate. It took a lot of work, but | was able to go back
and finish and walk in graduation.”
