	 The New England Patriots return from the Bye Week to face the Seattle Seahawks in 
a rematch of Super Bowl XLIX. Seattle’s visit to Gillette Stadium will be their first road game 
against the Patriots since 2004, the longest current stretch between road games for a team vs. 
New England. The last team to play games at New England longer apart than that was the Carolina 
Panthers (Oct. 29, 1995-Dec. 13, 2009).
	 A victory over Seattle will give the Patriots its eighth win of the year and a guaranteed a 
finish with a record of .500 or better for the 16th consecutive year. Each of the other 31 NFL 
teams has had at least one losing season since 2001.

RB LeGarrette Blount scored on a 1-yard touchdown run in the third quarter 
for his ninth rushing touchdown of the season. He has scored at least one 
touchdown in every game but the first matchup vs. Buffalo on Oct. 2, 2016. 
He is on pace to finish the season with 18 rushing touchdowns. The Patriots 
record for most rushing touchdowns in a season is 14 by Curtis Martin in 
1996 and 1995.

DL Trey Flowers registered his first NFL sacks after dropping QB Tyrod Taylor 
for a 7-yard loss in the second quarter and QB EJ Manuel for a 2-yard loss in 
the fourth quarter.

WR Julian Edelman’s first quarter rushing attempt was his 36th rushing at-
tempt to push him in front of Irving Fryar for the most rushing attempts by a 
Patriots wide receiver. 

EDELMAN IN A RUSH

Stephen Gostkowski drilled a 51-yard field goal in the second quarter. He has 
made has made 76.0 percent of his field goals (19-for-25) from 50 yards or 
more, converting the second-highest percentage of 50-plus yard field goal at-
tempts in NFL history (minimum 15 attempts. 

GOSTKOWSKI GOOD FROM 50

WR Chris Hogan scored on a 53-yard touchdown pass from QB Tom Brady in 
the first quarter. It is the longest touchdown pass of his career. His previous 
best was a 38-yard touchdown pass on Sept. 25, 2015, while he played for 
Buffalo in a game played at Miami. Hogan had a career long with a 63-yard 
reception on Oct. 9, 2016 at Cleveland.

*The Patriots can pass the Oakland Raiders (1973-1977) as the only team to 
advance to six straight Conference Championship games.

*The Patriots have won seven straight division titles (2009-15) to match the 
Los Angeles Rams (1973-79) for the most consecutive division titles and look 
to pass that mark in 2016.

*The Patriots have 15 straight winning seasons and need one more to tie the 
San Francisco 49ers (1983-98) and the Dallas Cowboys (1970-85) for the 
most consecutive winning seasons since the 1970 merger.

*The Patriots have qualified for the playoffs for seven straight seasons and can 
become the fifth team in NFL history to play in a postseason game in at least 
eight consecutive seasons in 2016.

*The Patriots have advanced in the postseason for five straight seasons and 
need to advance in the postseason in 2016 to match the record of six straight 
seasons of postseason advancement by the Dallas Cowboys (1991-96).

PATRIOTS

*Bill Belichick (6) needs to reach one more Super Bowl as a head coach to 
break a tie with Don Shula (6) for the most conference titles. 

*Belichick has four Super Bowl wins as a head coach to match Pittsburgh’s 
Chuck Noll for the most wins. With one more Super Bowl win, Belichick will have 
the most wins by a head coach in Super Bowl history.

*Belichick is tied with Tom Landry and Don Shula with 13 division titles and needs 
one more division title to set the record for most among all head coaches. 

*Bill Belichick passed Curly Lambeau for fourth place and now has 230 regu-
lar seasons wins. He is behind Don Shula (328), George Halas (318) and Tom 
Landry (250).

*Belichick’s Patriots teams have twice recorded five straight years of playoff 
advancement (2003-07 and 2011-15), tying the NFL record. If the Patriots ad-
vance in 2016, they will set the NFL record. John Harbaugh (2008-12), Mike 
Holmgren (1993-97), John Madden (1973-77) and Andy Reid (2000-04) also 
won a playoff game in five consecutive seasons.

BILL BELICHICK

* Tom Brady (176) needs four more wins to become just the third NFL quar-
terback with 180 career regular-season wins to join Brett Favre (186) and 
Peyton Manning (186). 

*Brady has 198 wins overall (176 in the regular season and 22 in the postsea-
son) and needs three more wins to become the all-time leader for most wins by 
an NFL quarterback. Peyton Manning (200: 186 in the regular season and 14 
in the postseason) and Brett Favre (199: 186 in the regular season and 13 in 
the postseason) have the most wins in NFL history by a starting quarterback.

*If Brady reaches 30 or more touchdowns passes in 2016, he will become 
just the fourth player in NFL history with 30 or more touchdown passes in 
seven seasons, joining Brett Favre (9), Peyton Manning (9) and Drew Brees (8). 

*Brady is tied with Peyton Manning with four seasons with 35 or more touch-
downs and needs to reach 35 touchdowns in 2016 for his fifth season with 35 
or more touchdowns to become the all-time leader in this category. 

*Brady is currently fifth on the NFL’s all-time list with 59,347 career passing 
yards and needs 653 yards to become the fifth NFL player to reach 60,000 
passing yards.

*Brady has passed for 4,000 yards eight times in his career and if he reaches 
4,000 yards in 2016, he will be the third player to reach nine seasons with 4,000 
yards, joining Peyton Manning (14) and Drew Brees (10). 

*Brady led the NFL with 36 touchdowns passes in 2015, his fourth time lead-
ing the NFL in touchdowns. He tied Drew Brees, Len Dawson, Brett Favre, 
Peyton Manning, Johnny Unitas and Steve Young for most seasons leading the 
NFL in touchdown passes. 

TOM BRADY

*Brady is in his 17th season in 2016 and became the longest tenured Patriots play-
er, surpassing the 16 seasons by Steve Grogan (1975-90). 

*Brady’s 17 seasons with one team are tied for the most by an NFL quarterback 
with John Brodie (San Francisco) and Dan Marino (Miami). 

TOM BRADY (CONT.)

*If Stephen Gostkowski leads the NFL in scoring in 2016, he will set the NFL 
mark for most seasons leading the NFL in scoring with six, moving past Don 
Hutson (5) and Gino Cappelletti (5). Gostkowski has led the NFL in scoring in 
2008 and 2012-15.

*Stephen Gostkowski has led the NFL in scoring in each of the last four sea-
sons (2012-15). He can become just the second player to lead the NFL in 
scoring in five straight seasons in 2016, joining Don Hutson (1940-44).

*In 2015, Gostkowski became the first NFL player with four seasons of 150 or 
more points and can add to that in 2016. 

*Gostkowski has the second-best field goal percentage in NFL history from 50 
yards or more (76.0 percent (19-of-25).

*Gostkowski (4) needs one more 30-field goal season to tie David Akers and 
John Carney for the most in NFL history with five seasons of 30 or more field 
goals. 

*Gostkowski has led the NFL in field goals three times (2008, 2013 and 2014). 
If he leads the NFL in field goals in 2016, he will join Lou Groza (5), Jack Manders 
(4), Ward Cuff (4) and Mark Moseley (4) as the only NFL players to lead the NFL 
in field goals in at least four seasons. 

STEPHEN GOSTKOWSKI

*Rob Gronkowski moved  past Stanley Morgan with 69 total touchdowns to 
become the Patriots all-time leader in touchdowns. 

*Gronkowski (68) moved past Stanley Morgan (67) to become the all-time 
leader in receiving touchdowns for the Patriots. 

*Gronkowski (6,039) moved past Irving Fryar vs. Cincinnati (10/16/16) and 
is now in fourth place on the Patriots all-time receiving list. He is ranked 14th 
all-time among NFL tight ends in receiving yards. 

*Gronkowski has 6,039 receiving yards and needs 531 yards to move past 
Heath Miller (6,569) for 10th place all-time among tight ends.

*Gronkowski needs one more 1,000-yard season to join Tony Gonzalez and 
Jason Witten for the most 1,000-yard seasons by an NFL tight end with four. 

*Gronkowski has an NFL-leading five seasons with 10 or more touchdowns by 
a tight end and can add to his record in 2016. 

*Gronkowski has 67 touchdown receptions from Tom Brady, the second-most 
TD receptions from a QB and a tight end, behind the 81 by Philip Rivers and 
Antonio Gates. The 67 TD connections are tied fr the sixth most overall.

*Gronkowski has 23 100-yard games, including three in 2016 for the third-
most among all NFL tight ends. Only Tony Gonzalez (31) aand Kellen Winslow 
(24) have more. 

*Gronkowski has 402 receptions, the sixth Patriots to reach 400 career re-
ceptions and the 35th tight end to reach 400 receptions.

Since Robert Kraft purchased the 
team in 1994, the Patriots have 
experienced one of the most dra-
matic turnarounds in the history of 
sports. Now in his 23rd season of 
ownership, Kraft has transformed 
one of the league’s least successful 
clubs into what observers view as 
a model NFL franchise. In the five 
seasons immediately preceding his 
purchase (1989-93), the Patriots 
were a moribund team, winning just 
19 of 80 games (.238 pct.) and   
logging the worst record in the NFL 
over that span. When he bought the 
franchise on Jan. 21, 1994, Kraft 

announced his intention to bring a championship to New England, a tall 
order considering the team’s previous success rate. But under Kraft’s 
leadership, the Patriots have won more division titles (15), conference 
crowns (7) and Super Bowl championships (4) than any other NFL 
team. Super Bowl XLIX was the seventh Super Bowl appearance since 
Kraft purchased the team, a period during which no other team has 
earned more than four berths. In Kraft’s 22 seasons, the Patriots have 
qualified for the playoffs 17 times, more than doubling the franchise’s 
accomplishments during its first 34 seasons.
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The Patriots have 273 wins overall under Robert Kraft. He has produced more 
victories than every other Patriots owner combined. Under Kraft, the Patriots 
are 273-125 overall since he purchased the team in 1994. Kraft’s prede-
cessors in the owner’s office went 225-276-9 in the 34 years prior to his 
purchase of the team.

Chris did not get invited to compete in that year’s Combine, but turned heads 
during a Pro Day held at Fordham. Later that summer, he signed with the 
San Francisco 49ers as an undrafted free agent.

On July 18, Nate Ebner was selected to the 2016 
U.S. Olympic Rugby squad and after he was given 
an excused leave of absence from his football ob-
ligations in Foxboro, suited up for Team USA in 
Rio de Janeiro in August. The Dublin, Ohio native 
was introduced to the sport of rugby around the 
age of six and developed a passion and a talent 
that stemmed from his father and role model, 
Jeff Ebner, who played the game at the Universi-
ty of Minnesota. Nate did not play football in high 
school but was a two-time MVP of the USA Rugby 
team at the Junior World Cup and a standout on 
the U19 and U20 national teams. 

MAKING THE OLYMPICS 

Although his parents were divorced, Nate and his father remained very close. 
“We were super tight,” Nate told the Boston Globe. “I would put my father-son 
relationship against anyone’s. He taught me how to be a man.”  The two often 
spent time working together at the family’s auto reclamation business, Ebner 
& Sons in Springfield, Ohio, and would also train in the gym together behind the 
motto, “Finish Strong,” - a message Jeff always preached to his son. 

Nate played rugby at Ohio State during his first two years of college, but as an 
All-American on the school’s club team, he decided to walk on to the Buckeyes 
football team and finish his career with his sights set on reaching the NFL.

A NOSE FOR THE FOOTBALL

as a fifth-round pick by the Saints in 2006 and was waived four times by New 
Orleans and Miami before landing in New England on Aug. 2, 2009. He spent 
the 2009 offseason trying to make the New Orleans team as a long snapper. 
Before coming to the Patriots, he had appeared in just eight games over three 
seasons. He doubled that total in his first year in New England, appearing in 15 
games in 2009 and his role on the team has grown since, earning a starting 
role at linebacker in 2010 and 2011 before moving to a starting role on the 
defensive line in 2011. 

WHERE DID HE COME FROM?
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When Logan Ryan decided to leave Rutgers and enter the NFL Draft 
after his redshirt junior season in 2012, he made a promise to his parents 
that after his rookie year, he would return to school and earn his degree.

Ryan kept his promise and graduated in the spring of 2014 with a 
degree in labor relations and a minor in psychology.

“I committed to Rutgers, not only as a football player, but as a student, so 
I was going to make sure I finished that end too,” Ryan told NJ.com. 

“It’s a big accomplishment in my life. I held my word to my parents and 
stuck with it and I’m fortunate. It took a lot of work, but I was able to go back 
and finish and walk in graduation.”
