The New England Patriots return from their bye week and will look to start the season
with a 4-0 record for the eighth time in team history and for the first time since 2013. The
Patriots have started the year with a 4-0 record three other times in the Bill Belichick-Tom
Brady era (2004, 2007 and 2013).

Tom Brady will look to become just the third quarterback in NFL history with at least four
4-0 starts to a season in NFL history. Fran Tarkenton started 4-0 four times in his career
and Peyton Manning now has seven 4-0 starts to a season.

The Patriots will make their first visit to AT&T Stadium, which opened in 2008. Since re-
alignment in 2002, the Patriots have the best inter-conference record in the NFL, touting a
42-10 mark vs. NFC teams. Pittsburgh is second with a 37-16-1 record, while Indianapolis
is third at 34-18.

The Patriots also have the best October record since 2000. New England is an NFL-best
45-16 in October since 2000, including a 27-4 mark at home and 18-12 on the road.

Dallas is one of eight teams that Tom Brady has an undefeated regular-season record
against as a starting quarterback. Brady is 3-0 as a starter against the Cowboys.

The New England Patriots offense and defense came up big just in time to
pull out a 20-16 come-from-behind victory over the visiting Dallas Cowboys to
improve to a 5-1 record.

The Patriots faced a 16-13 deficit and Dallas had the ball with 3:36 left in
the game, before New England’s offense and defense came through for an
exciting fourth-quarter comeback. First, New England’s defense forced a Dallas
three-and-out to give the Patriots the ball back with 2:31 left in the game. Then,
after a Dallas punt, the Patriots offense drove 80 yards in 10 plays to take a
20-186 lead on an 8-yard touchdown pass from Tom Brady to Aaron Hernan-
dez with 22 seconds left in the game. Brady was 8-0f-9 for 78 yards on the
game-winning drive.

The Patriots won despite two interceptions and their first two lost fumbles
of the season. Despite the turnovers, Brady still finished with 27 completions
on 41 attempts for 289 yards and two touchdowns. Hernandez caught eight
passes for 68 yards, while Rob Gronkowski caught seven passes for 74 yards.

The win was the 31st straight home win by Brady and the 20th straight
regular season home win for the Patriots.

CB Kyle Arrington helped set up the Patriots first points when he intercept-
ed a G@B Tony Romo pass at the Dallas 43-yard line to end the Cowboys’ first
offensive drive. That helped set up a 31-yard field goal by K Stephen Gostkowski.
The Cowboys tied the game on a 48-yard field goal after CB Terrence Newman
intercepted Brady at the New England 23-yard line. New England fumbled on
the ensuing kickoff, but Dallas gave the ball right back to the Patriots after
Vince Wilfork forced a fumble that was recovered by Gerard \Warren. The Pa-
triots responded with an 11-play, 72-yard drive that resulted in a 26-yard field
goal for a B-3 second quarter lead.
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PATRIOTS VS. NFC

The Patriots have been successful against NFC teams in recent seasons,
compiling a 45-11 (.803]) regular-season record against the conference since
2001. Including the postseason, the Patriots are 49-13 (.790] against the
NFC with a 4-2 Super Bowl record since 2001.

The Patriots were 3-1 against the NFC last season, beating Chicago [(51-
23] and Detroit (34-9) at home and Minnesota on the road (30-7) before losing
at Green Bay (21-26).

The Patriots are 10-2 against the NFC East in the regular season since
realignment in 2002. The Patriots only losses were a 20-17 defeat at Wash-
ington in 2003 and a 24-20 loss at home against the New York Giants. The
Patriots have squared off against the NFC East in three seasons, finishing 3-1
in 2003, 4-0in 2007 and 3-1in 2011.

In addition to this week’s game against Dallas, the Patriots will host the
Washington Redskins on Nov. 8, travel to the New York Giants on Nov. 15 and
host the Philadelphia Eagles on Dec. 6.

Quarterback Tom Brady and K Stephen Gostkowski achieved major career
milestones in the New England Patriots 51-17 victory over the Jacksonville
Jaguars at Gillette Stadium. It was the most points ever given up in a game by
Jacksonville. The Patriots improved to a 3-0 record for the ninth time in team
history and for the fifth time under Bill Belichick.

Brady threw for 358 yards and two touchdowns to become the fourth
NFL player to reach 400 career touchdown passes. Brady reached 400 on a
1-yard touchdown pass to WR Danny Amendola in the second quarter. Gost-
kowski delivered six extra points to run his streak to 425 straight extra points,
surpassing Matt Stover (422) for the NFL record. Gostkowski reached his mile-
stone with an extra point in the third quarter.

The Patriots scored on each of their first nine possessions and then downed
the ball to run out the clock on their 10th possession. It is the first time in team
history that the Patriots scored on every possession and then ended the game
by running out the clock with kneel downs.

Since Robert Kraft purchased the
team in 1994, the Patriots have
experienced one of the most dra-
matic turnarounds in the history of
sports. Now in his 22nd season of
ownership, Kraft has transformed
one of the league’s least successful
clubs into what observers view as
a model NFL franchise. In the five
seasons immediately preceding his
purchase [1989-93), the Patriots
were a moribund team, winning just
19 of 80 games (.238 pct.) and
logging the worst record in the NFL
over that span. When he bought the
franchise on Jan. 21, 1994, Kraft

announced his intention to bring a championship to New England, a tall
order considering the team’s previous success rate. But under Kraft's
leadership, the Patriots have won more division titles (14), conference
crowns (7] and Super Bowl championships (4) than any other NFL
team. Super Bowl XLIX was the seventh Super Bowl appearance since
Kraft purchased the team, a period during which no other team has
earned more than four berths. In Kraft's 21 seasons, the Patriots have
qualified for the playoffs 16 times, more than doubling the franchise’s
accomplishments during its first 34 seasons.

TOM LANDRY

Bill Belichick and Tom Landry have enjoyed wildly successful NFL coaching careers.

With a record of 12-4 in 2014, Bill Belichick helped lead the
Patriots to their 14th consecutive winning season (2001-14). Be-
lichick’s streak is bested only by legendary Dallas Cowboys head
coach Tom Landry, who set the NFL record with 20 consecutive
winning seasons from 1966-85 (16 since the 1970 NFL merger).

With over 50 years of coaching experience between the two
of them, Belichick and Landry came from similar beginnings. Both
made a name for themselves as defensive coaches for the New
York Giants. Landry spent five years at the helm of the Giants de-
fense, where he invented the 4-3 defense, widely used among NFL

* On the Bears' first play following the LaFell touchdown, Zach Moore forced
a Jay Cutler fumble that was recovered by Rob Ninkovich and returned for a 15-
yard touchdown and a 38-7 Patriots lead with 55 seconds left in the first half.

A
dualthreat quarterback at Kent State and former baseball standout in high
school, Edelman once wowed Toronto Blue Jays players with his impressive

The road to the NFL has been anything but
easy for linebacker and 2013 second-round draft
pick Jamie Collins. The youngest of five siblings
growing up in Meadville, Miss., Collins lost both
of his parents when he was six years old and was
raised by one of his sisters, who was in her mid
20s.

Collins turned to football as an outlet to help
him through the tough times. “It means a lot. It's
my living,” Collins told 7he Boston Herald. “It kept
me on track.” Collins’ resiliency in dealing with
adversity has made a lasting impact on fellow
Mississippi native Stevan Ridley, who grew up 30
miles west of Meadville in Natchez, Miss., and got to know Collins through a
family friend. “What I've known about him, he really has been a strong person,”
Ridley told the Herald. “Anybody that's gone through the things that he’s gone
through and can still find a way to be successful on the football field, you have
to be mentally tough. That's what he’s kind of done as a teammate here. He's
come in here and accepted his role and did a pretty good job as a rookie.”

JONES ACHIEVES TRIFECTA

DL Chandler Jones blocked a second-quarter Minnesota (9/14/14) 48-
yard field goal attempt, recovered the loose ball and returned it 58 yards for
a touchdown. It was the fifth blocked field goal returned for a touchdown in
Patriots history and the first returned for a touchdown since S Patrick Chung
blocked a field goal attempt that was returned 35 yards for a touchdown by
DB Kyle Arrington at Miami on Oct. 4, 2010. It is the second field goal block by
Jones. He blocked a 39-yard attempt vs. Miami on Oct. 27, 201 3. It was Jones’
second career touchdown. He recovered an errant shotgun snap squibbed into
the end zone at Baltimore on Dec. 22, 2013.

DEFENSIVE PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Chandler Jones was named AFC Defensive Player of the Week for his per-
formance in the Patriots’ 30-7 victory at Minnesota on Sept. 14, 2014. It was
the first time in Jones’ career that he has received an AFC Player of the Week
honor. He was named AFC Defensive Player of the Month for November last
season and NFL Defensive Rookie of the Month in September 2012.

Jones blocked a 48-yard field goal attempt and returned it 58 yards for a
touchdown to give New England a 24-7 halftime lead at Minnesota (S/14).
He also finished the game with eight total tackles and his fifth career two-sack
game.

The last time the Patriots earned an AFC Defensive Player of the \Week hon-
or was \Week 10 of the 2011 season when Andre Carter tied a team record
with four sacks at N.Y. Jets (11/13/11).

JONES SNAPS A SELFIE

When training camp practice ends at Gillette Stadium, the first wave of play-
ers quickly head into the locker room to shower and recover from the tough
workout, but Chandler Jones is almost never among them. He is autographing
footballs, snapping selfies and chatting with as many fans as he can before he
makes his way into the building to rest his body and escape the heat. The Super
Bowl Champion defensive end enjoys engaging his fans because he remem-
bers a time when he was the one cheering from a distance.

“I feel like it was just yesterday when | was one of those fans,” Jones said
to ESPN’s Mike Reis. “I didn’t have access to an NFL team, but | was the guy
that was on Twitter that was like, ‘Oh my God, he tweeted me’ or ‘He shout-
ed me out.’ | was that person. So for me to have an opportunity to do that
to people, | try to do that whenever | can. You see fans out there, they’re
sitting in the rain, they’re sitting in the heat, sweating, they’re drenched,
and they’re just yelling your name the whole practice. The least | can do is
go over there and say hi and take some selfies and sign a few things. | love
it. It’s great.”
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THIRD TEAM'S A CHARM

Chris Jones had an early introduction to failure in the NFL. Taken behind 37

other defensive linemen in the 2013 NFL Draft, the defensive tackle was cut
by two teams over a span of just 11 days. After selecting him in the sixth round
ith the 198th overall pick, the Houston Texans cut Jones on Aug. 31. Jones
signed with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers on Sept. 1, but lasted only 10 days, as
the Buccaneers released him on Sept., 10. Rather than be deterred by these
early disappointments, however, Jones maintained a positive outlook when he
signed with the Patriots on Sept. 11, and it has paid off in a big way. Thrust into
a starting role after key injuries to the defensive line, Jones finished his rookie
season with six sacks.

Jones’ sudden success may have come as a surprise to some, but not to
Dave Clawson, Jones’ college coach at Bowling Green. Jones was part of Claw-
son’s first recruiting class and blossomed into an Al-American and two-two
time captain for the Falcons. “It's hard to talk about Chris without getting a
little bit emotional,” Clawson told the 7he Boston Herald, “because he was that
special of a player and person in our program.”

JONES SAVES THE DAY; EARNS AFC HONORS

Chris Jones blocked a 58-yard field goal attempt by the Jets on the final play of
the game to preserve New England’s 27-25 win (10/16/14). It was the first
blocked field goal for the Patriots since Chandler Jones blocked a 48-yard try
by Minnesota’s Blair Walsh earlier this season. He was named AFC Special
Teams Player of the Week for his performance in the victory.
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SURE TACKLER

Jerod Mayo had his fifth straight 100-tackle season and his second season
with over 180 total tackles after finishing the 2012 season with 184 tackles,
the fifth-highest single season tackle total in franchise history. Mayo regis-
tered at least 10 tackles in 10 games, including a season-high of 20 vs. the
New York Jets (10/28/12).

DOUBLE TROUBLE: DB DEVIN McCOURTY

After being selected by the Patriots in the first round of the 2010 NFL Draft,
DB Devin McCourty became part of a select group in league history. Mc-
Courty’s identical twin brother, Jason, is a cornerback with Tennessee, select-
ed in the sixth round of the 2009 NFL Draft. The two are the 12th set of twins
to play in the NFL. Devin redshirted for the 2005 season and therefore was a
year behind his brother in eligibility. McCourty is the second twin to suit up for
the Patriots, after CB Kato Serwanga was a member of the team from 1998-
2000. His twin brother, Wasswa, played for San Francisco and Minnesota
from 1999-2001. According to McCourty’'s maother, the two can only be told
apart by tiny scars on their faces left by chickenpox. The McCourty twins are
one of two active sets of twins playing in the NFL.

WHERE DID HE COME FROM?

Rob Ninkovich’s journey to the Patriots was not easy. He entered the league
as a fifth-round pick by the Saints in 2006 and was waived four times by New
Orleans and Miami before landing in New England on Aug. 2, 2009. He spent
the 2009 offseason trying to make the New Orleans team as a long snapper.
Before coming to the Patriots, he had appeared in just eight games over three
seasons. He doubled that total in his first year in New England, appearing in 15
games in 2008 and his role on the team has grown since, earning a starting
role at linebacker in 2010 and 2011 before moving to a starting role on the
defensive line in 2011.

CRAZY EIGHTS

Ninkovich raised his 2014 total to a team-high of 8.0 sacks in 2014. Ninkovich
has had at least 8.0 sacks in three consecutive seasons (8.0 in 2012, 8.0 in
2013 and 8.0 in 2014), becoming the first Patriots player to have at least 8.0
sacks in three consecutive seasons since Pro Football Hall of Famer Andre
Tippett achieved the feat from 1985-87 (1985, 16 1/2, 1986, 9 1/2 and
1987,12 1/2).

NINKOVICH SCORED AS A TE IN COLLEGE

Ninkovich played some at tight end in college at Purdue and caught two touch-
down passes with a 2-yard touchdown pass from Buffalo @B Kyle Orton and
a 1-yard touchdown pass from former New York Giants and Indianapolis QB
Curtis Painter.

2013 NFL Draft.

Reunited once again, the former Scarlet Knights are excited and eager to
make their mark, just as they did at Rutgers. “We talked before the draft and
said how good it would be to play on the same team again, and for it to happen
again, it's exciting and it’s a blessing,” Harmon told 7/e Boston Globe. “It's great
[we're contributing], because at the end of the day you want to play, and to
contribute to a team like this, it's fun.”

RYAN RETURNS... TO SCHOOL

When Logan Ryan decided to leave Rutgers and enter the NFL Draft
after his redshirt junior season in 2012, he made a promise to his parents
that after his rookie year, he would return to school and earn his degree.

Ryan kept his promise and graduated in the spring of 2014 with a
degree in labor relations and a minor in psychology.

“I committed to Rutgers, not only as a football player, but as a student, so

FIRST NFL SACK RESULTS IN TURNOVER

Ryan forced a fumble on his first NFL sack vs. Miami (10/27,/13), a week after
returning his first career interception for a touchdown. Ryan strip-sacked Ryan
Tannehill, forcing a fumble recovered by Rob Ninkovich that led in to a touch-
down. The play marked the second time in as many weeks that a Ryan turnover
led to Patriots points.
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SHEARD ON MCGINEST

Jabaal Sheard may be a new face in the Patriots locker room, but he's
certainly familiar with Patriots legend, Willie McGinest. Sheard, who is typically
soft-spoken around the microphones, was very excited to express his admira-
tion for McGinest following the veteran linebacker’s induction to the Patriots
Hall of Fame on August 5.

“That’s a guy that | watch film on still to this day,” Sheard said to the Bos-
ton Globe. “How he used to rush, how he’'d attack, how he was relentless.
It’s amazing to be out here with him. The heart he had, that dog. He would
get after the quarterback, get after the run. He was so into the team,
whatever they asked him to do, he would do it.”

It makes sense that Sheard would feel a connection to McGinest, given the
players’ similarities. Before coming to New England as a defensive lineman,
Sheard played outside linebacker for Cleveland in Mike Pettine’s hybrid 3-4
system. By adding Sheard to his roster, Bill Belichick brings flexibility and,

hopefully some of that McGinest magic, back to the Patriots front seven.
