WHAT TO WATCH FOR IN THE 2015 POSTSEASON
TEAM
H	 The New England Patriots (28) need two more postseason victories to become the 
fifth team in NFL history with 30 postseason wins, joining Dallas (34), Pittsburgh (33), 
Green Bay (31) and San Francisco (30).
H	 The Patriots (4) can tie the Oakland Raiders (5) for most consecutive conference 
championship game appearances. The Raiders appeared in the AFC Championship Game 
for five straight seasons from 1973-77.
H	 New England (8) can break a tie with Dallas and Pittsburgh for most Super Bowl 
berths in NFL history.

ROBERT KRAFT
H	 Robert Kraft (24) needs one more postseason win to move out of a third-place tie 
with the Mara family for postseason wins by an ownership group, behind 33 by the Rooney 
family and 31 by Green Bay.

BILL BELICHICK
H	 Bill Belichick has won four Super Bowls as a head coach and needs one more cham-
pionship to  pass Chuck Noll for most Super Bowl wins in NFL history.
H	 Belichick (9) can tie Tom Landry (10) for most conference championship game ap-
pearances by a head coach.
H	 Belichick (6) needs to earn one more Super Bowl berth to pass Don Shula for most 
appearances all time.

TOM BRADY
H	 Tom Brady is currently tied in second place with Jerry Rice with 29 career postsea-
son appearances and needs to play in one more playoff game to tie Adam Vinatieri for the 
all-time lead with 30 postseason appearances.
H	 Brady’s eight 300-yard postseason passing performances are one behind Peyton 
Manning’s nine, good for most in NFL history.
H	 Brady (8) needs one more playoff game with three-or-more touchdown passes to tie 
Joe Montana (9) for most three-plus TD playoff games since the NFL merger.
H	 Brady (4) needs one more Super Bowl victory to break a tie with Terry Bradshaw and 
Joe Montana for most Super Bowl wins by a quarterback in NFL history.
H	 If Tom Brady (3) wins one more Super Bowl MVP Award, he will pass Joe Montana for 
most Super Bowl MVP Awards in NFL history.

STEPHEN GOSTKOWSKI
H	 Stephen Gostkowski (117) is tied with Adam Vinatieri for most postseason points in 
team history.
H	 Gostkowski currently sits in seventh place with 117 career postseason points, nine 
points behind Emmitt Smith and Thurman Thomas.

*Rob Gronkowski has 66 overall touchdowns and needs three touchdowns to 
move past Stanley Morgan (68) to become the all-time leader in touchdowns 
scored for the Patriots.

Morgan (67) to become the all-time leader in receiving touchdowns for the 
Patriots. 

*Gronkowski became the seventh Patriots player to reach 5,000 receiving 
yards (5,555). He reached 5,000 yards in his 72nd NFL game to become the 
second fastest tight end to reach 5,000 yards. Kellen Winslow reached 5,000 
yards in his 69th game.

*Brady (36) reached 30 touchdown passes in 2015, to become just 
the fourth player in NFL history with at least 30 or more touchdown 
passes in six seasons. 

*Brady (4,770) reached 4,000 passing yards in 2015 to become just 
the third player in NFL history with at least eight 4,000-yard passing 
seasons.

*Brady has now played in 225 career games with the Patriots, moving past 
Bruce Armstrong (212) for most games played in Patriots history.

*Tom Brady made his 14th opening day start with the Patriots in 2015. The 
only NFL quarterbacks with more opening day starts with one team are John 
Elway (16 with Denver), Dan Marino (16 with Miami) and Brett Favre (15 with 
Green Bay).

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	 Seven members of the New England Patriots have been selected to the 2015 NFL Pro Bowl. Quarterback 
Tom Brady, CB Malcolm Butler, LB Jamie Collins, K Stephen Gostkowski, TE Rob Gronkowski, DE Chandler Jones and 
WR Matthew Slater (special teams) have been selected to represent the New En-
gland Patriots in the 2016 NFL Pro Bowl on Sun., Jan. 31, 2016, at Aloha Stadium 
in Honolulu, Hawaii. The Patriots have now had at least five players selected to the 
Pro Bowl in each of the last seven seasons - (2009-5, 2010-8, 2011-8, 2012-7, 
2013-5, 2014-7 and 2015-7). 
	 Brady was named to the Pro Bowl for a franchise record 11th time in his 
16-year career. This is Brady’s seventh consecutive selection to the all-star game. 
He was voted to the Pro Bowl after each of the following seasons: 2001, 2004, 
2005, 2007, 2009, 2010, 2011, 2012, 2013, 2014 and now, 2015. Brady led 
the NFL in touchdowns for the fourth time in his career with 36 and was third with 
4,770 yards. He joined Drew Brees (10) and Peyton Manning (14) as the only NFL 
players to have at least nine seasons with 4,000 passing yards. He joined Manning 
as the only NFL quarterbacks with four seasons with 35 or more touchdown passes. Brady also guided the Patriots 
to their 13th division title of his career, the most by a quarterback in NFL history.  
	 Butler was named to the Pro Bowl for the first time. He is in his first year as a starter after joining the team 
as rookie free agent out of West Alabama in 2014. Butler made his first career interception when he sealed the 
Patriots’ Super Bowl XLIX win vs. Seattle with an interception in the end zone with 26 seconds to play. Butler started 
all 16 games in 2015 and has totaled 72 tackles, two interceptions and a team-leading 15 passes defensed. 
	 Collins was named to his first Pro Bowl. A second-round draft pick out of Southern Mississippi in 2013, 
Collins moved into the starting lineup midway through his rookie season. He led the team in tackles for the second 
straight season with 90 total tackles, has 5½ sacks, one interception, tied a team record with five forced fumbles, a 
blocked extra point, and a fumble return for a touchdown, despite missing four games earlier in the season. 
	 Gostkowski was named to the Pro Bowl for the fourth time in his career and for the third straight season. 
He led the NFL with 151 points in 2015. He has led the NFL in points in 2008, 2012, 2013, 2014 and 2015, and 
joins Don Hutson (5) and Gino Cappelletti (5) as the only players to lead the league in scoring in five seasons. Gostkow-
ski also surpassed Adam Vinatieri this year to become the team’s all-time leader in field goals with 276 career field 
goals. 
	 Gronkowski was named to the Pro Bowl for the fourth time after being selected in 2011, 2012 and 2014. 
He finished 2015 with 72 receptions for 1,176 yards and 11 touchdowns. He eclipsed 1,000 yards receiving and 
10-plus touchdowns in a season for the third time in his career and is the only tight end in NFL history with three 
1,000-yard and double-digit touchdown seasons. He is also the first tight end in NFL history with five 10-plus touch-
down seasons. 
	 Jones earned his first Pro Bowl berth after registering a career-high 12½ sacks. A first-round draft pick out 
of Syracuse in 2012, Jones now has two 10-plus sack seasons after totaling 11 ½ sacks in 2013. Jones’ 36 total 
sacks in his first four seasons are second only to Pro Football Hall of Famer Andre Tippett’s 43½ sacks in his first 
four seasons with the Patriots. 
        Slater earned his fifth consecutive Pro Bowl selection as a special teams player. The former fifth-round draft pick 
out of UCLA earned a roster position with the Patriots as a rookie in 2008 with his contributions on special teams. 
Entering the 2011 season, teammates elected him as their special teams captain. That year, he was also selected 
to his first Pro Bowl. Since then, he has earned special teams captain honors to start each season and been voted to 
the Pro Bowl at season’s end. He has led the Patriots in special teams tackles for five of the last six seasons, includ-
ing a team-leading 17 special teams tackles in 2015.

Since Robert Kraft purchased the 
team in 1994, the Patriots have 
experienced one of the most dra-
matic turnarounds in the history of 
sports. Now in his 22nd season of 
ownership, Kraft has transformed 
one of the league’s least successful 
clubs into what observers view as 
a model NFL franchise. In the five 
seasons immediately preceding his 
purchase (1989-93), the Patriots 
were a moribund team, winning just 
19 of 80 games (.238 pct.) and   
logging the worst record in the NFL 
over that span. When he bought the 
franchise on Jan. 21, 1994, Kraft 

announced his intention to bring a championship to New England, a tall 
order considering the team’s previous success rate. But under Kraft’s 
leadership, the Patriots have won more division titles (15), conference 
crowns (7) and Super Bowl championships (4) than any other NFL 
team. Super Bowl XLIX was the seventh Super Bowl appearance since 
Kraft purchased the team, a period during which no other team has 
earned more than four berths. In Kraft’s 22 seasons, the Patriots have 
qualified for the playoffs 17 times, more than doubling the franchise’s 
accomplishments during its first 34 seasons.
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The Patriots have 265 wins overall under Robert Kraft. He has produced more 
victories than every other Patriots owner combined. Under Kraft, the Patriots are 
265-123 overall since he purchased the team in 1994. Kraft’s predecessors in 
the owner’s office went 225-276-9 in the 34 years prior to his purchase of the 
team.

2002.

The Patriots recorded at least one sack in every game in 2015. The Patriots 
also finished with a sack in every game in 1979, 1977, 1973 and 1963. They 
had one sack against the Miami Dolphins. The Patriots have a streak of 29 
straight games with at least one sack, the longest streak in the NFL. The last 
time the Patriots did not have a sack was vs. Oakland on Sept. 21, 2014.

OVERCOMING ADVERSITY 
On April 20, 2011, just days before Texas Christian offensive line prospect Mar-
cus Cannon was to enter the NFL Draft, he was diagnosed with non-Hodgkin’s 
lymphoma, a treatable form of cancer found in lymph tissue. A little more than 
one week later, the Patriots selected Cannon in the fifth round (138th overall) 
of the draft with the knowledge of his illness. The Patriots placed Cannon on the 
Reserve/Non Football Injury list to start the 2011 season while he received 
treatment and recovered. Cannon was activated to the 53-man roster later 
that year and is now in his fifth season with the team. Cannon made a full re-
covery and was named the Patriots 2011 Ed Block Courage Award winner - an 
annual award presented to select players in the National Football League who 
are voted by their teammates as role models of inspiration, sportsmanship and 
courage.

He was also the leading rusher, gaining 1,551 yards on 215 
attempts (an average of 7.5 yards per carry) and scoring 13 touchdowns. His 
offensive numbers broke Kent State’s single-season record for total offense 
set by Joshua Cribbs in 2003. Said head coach Bill Belichick on the versatility 
of Edelman: “He played the quarterback position in college at Kent State and all 
the positions really that he’s played in the NFL – covering kicks, returning kicks, 
slot receiver, outside receiver, slot defender – he didn’t do any of those things 
in college. I think that really speaks to his versatility and how much he’s grown 
as a player and how many things he’s learned how to do that he really didn’t 
have much experience with in college. I’d say that’s pretty unusual, especially to 
be as competent in them as he is.”

	 This natural ability may have been overlooked by NFL scouts, who let him fall 
to the Patriots in the seventh round of the 2009 NFL Draft. Edelman remains 
focused on the lessons his father, Frank Edelman, taught him at a young age. 
“I’m still constantly trying to learn,” Edelman told The Boston Herald. “My dad 
always put it in my head, when you’re green, you’re growing, when you’re ripe, 
you’re lost.

When training camp practice ends at Gillette Stadium, the first wave of play-
ers quickly head into the locker room to shower and recover from the tough 
workout, but Chandler Jones is almost never among them. He is autographing 
footballs, snapping selfies and chatting with as many fans as he can before he 
makes his way into the building to rest his body and escape the heat. The Super 
Bowl Champion defensive end enjoys engaging his fans because he remem-
bers a time when he was the one cheering from a distance.
 
“I feel like it was just yesterday when I was one of those fans,” Jones said 
to ESPN’s Mike Reis. “I didn’t have access to an NFL team, but I was the guy 
that was on Twitter that was like, ‘Oh my God, he tweeted me’ or ‘He shout-
ed me out.’ I was that person. So for me to have an opportunity to do that 
to people, I try to do that whenever I can. You see fans out there, they’re 
sitting in the rain, they’re sitting in the heat, sweating, they’re drenched, 
and they’re just yelling your name the whole practice. The least I can do is 
go over there and say hi and take some selfies and sign a few things. I love 
it. It’s great.”

After being selected by the Patriots in the first round of the 2010 NFL Draft, 
DB Devin McCourty became part of a select group in league history. Mc-
Courty’s identical twin brother, Jason, is a cornerback with Tennessee, select-
ed in the sixth round of the 2009 NFL Draft. The two are the 12th set of twins 
to play in the NFL. Devin redshirted for the 2005 season and therefore was a 
year behind his brother in eligibility.

2000. His twin brother, Wasswa, played for San Francisco and Minnesota 
from 1999-2001. According to McCourty’s mother, the two can only be told 
apart by tiny scars on their faces left by chickenpox. The McCourty twins are 
one of two active sets of twins playing in the NFL.

DL JABAAL SHEARD

Jabaal Sheard may be a new face in the Patriots locker room, but he’s 
certainly familiar with Patriots legend, Willie McGinest. Sheard, who is typically 
soft-spoken around the microphones, was very excited to express his admira-
tion for McGinest following the veteran linebacker’s induction to the Patriots 
Hall of Fame on August 5. 
 
“That’s a guy that I watch film on still to this day,” Sheard said to the Bos-
ton Globe. “How he used to rush, how he’d attack, how he was relentless. 
It’s amazing to be out here with him. The heart he had, that dog. He would 
get after the quarterback, get after the run. He was so into the team, 
whatever they asked him to do, he would do it.”
 
It makes sense that Sheard would feel a connection to McGinest, given the 
players’ similarities. Before coming to New England as a defensive lineman, 
Sheard played outside linebacker for Cleveland in Mike Pettine’s hybrid 3-4 
system. By adding Sheard to his roster, Bill Belichick brings flexibility and, 
hopefully some of that McGinest magic, back to the Patriots front seven.

SHEARD ON MCGINEST

Ninkovich raised his 2014 total to a team-high of eight sacks in 2014. Ninkov-
ich had at least eight sacks in three consecutive seasons (8.0 in 2012, eight 
in 2013 and eight in 2014), becoming the first Patriots player to have at least
