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Since Robert Kraft purchased the
team in 1994, the Patriots have
experienced one of the most dra-
matic turnarounds in the history of
sports. Now in his 21st season of
ownership, Kraft has transformed
one of the league’s least success-
ful clubs into what observers view
as a model NFL franchise. In the
five seasons immediately preced-
ing his purchase (1989-33), the
Patriots were a moribund team,
winning just 19 of 80 games (.238
pct.) and logging the worst record
in the NFL over that span. When
he bought the franchise on Jan.

21, 1994, Kraft announced his intention to bring a championship to
New England, a tall order considering the team’s previous success
rate. But under Kraft's leadership, the Patriots have won more divi-
sion titles (13), conference crowns (6) and Super Bowl championships
(3] than any other NFL team. The Patriots have made six Super Bowl
appearances since Kraft purchased the team, a period during which
no other team has earned more than four berths. In Kraft's 20 sea-
sons, the Patriots have qualified for the playoffs 15 times, more than
doubling the franchise’s accomplishments during its first 34 seasons.

Kraft's purchase of the team rejuvenated local interest. In 1991, the season
ticket base was just 17,635, barely enough to support the club. Now, the sea-
son tickets are capped and more than 50,000 fans are on a season ticket
waiting list. the Patriots have sold out 217 consecutive home games, includ-
ing playoff and preseason games (dating back to the 1994 season opener).

He has produced more
victories than every other Patriots owner combined. Under Kraft, the Patriots are
238-115 overall since he purchased theteamin 1994. Kraft's predecessorsinthe
owner’s office went 225-276-9 in the 34 years prior to his purchase of the team.
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ROBERT KRAFT: ESTABLISHING A WINNING TRADITION

Kraft's winning percentage with the Patriots (.674) since taking over the team
in 1994 is the highest among all owners/ownership groups with at least 200
wins (regular and postseason). He is just one of five owners with at least 200
wins and a winning percentage over .600.

Over the last 20 years, the Patriots have had 14 quarterbacks on their active
roster. Of this group, only four quarterbacks have started a regular-season or
postseason game for the club, the fewest total of any team in the NFL. Only
two of these four quarterbacks - Drew Bledsoe and Tom Brady - have started
on Opening Day for New England, tied with Green Bay (Brett Favre and Aaron
Rodgers) and Hosuton (Dabvid Carr and Matt Schaub) for the fewest number
in the NFL.

COACHING CONSISTENCY UNDER KRAFT

In a league of constant change at the head coaching position, the Patriots have
been a model of consistency under Robert Kraft. Since Kraft took ownership
of the team in 1994, the Patriots have had just three head coaches - Bill Par-
cells (1994-1996), Pete Carroll (1997-1999] and current head coach Bill Be-
lichick (2000-present), who is in his 15th season in New England and is the
longest-tenured active head coach in the NFL. The only team with fewer head
coaches since 1994 is the Pittsburgh Steelers, who have had two - Bill Cowher
(198-2008) and Mike Tomlin (2007-present).

SERIES HISTORY

last six preseason games.

Carolina holds the edge in the regular season with a 3-2 margin.

The Patriots and Panthers met in Super Bowl XXXVIIl on Feb. 2, 2004.
The Patriots-Panthers Super Bowl is widely believed to be among the most
entertaining Super Bowls ever played, as the Panthers took a fourth-quarter
lead only to see the Patriots come up with a game-winning field goal to clinch
the see-saw battle in the final seconds.

The Carolina Panthers topped the visiting New England Patriots 24-20 in a
Monday Night Football matchup at Bank of America Stadium.

Carolina @B Cam Newton threw his third touchdown of the night with
a 25-yard pass to WR Ted Ginn, Jr. with 53 seconds left. Newton drove the
Panthers 83 yards on 13 plays for the go-ahead touchdown, but the Patriots
still had a chance to get the win.

3B Tom Brady moved the Patriots to the Carolina 18-yard line and fired
a pass into the end zone on the final play. The pass was intercepted by S Robert
Lester, but the officials threw a flag after it appeared that LB Luke Kuechly had
interfered with TE Rob Gronkowskiby grabbing him with both hands. The offi-
cials quickly gathered together and waved off the penalty and the game ended.
Faced with a fourth-and-10 from their own 20-yard line with 47 seconds to
play, Brady completed a 23-yard pass to Gronkwoski to keep the drive alive.

Brady was 29-0f-40 for 296 yards and one touchdown, while Newton
completed 19 of 28 passes for 209 yards and three touchdowns. He also ran
seven times for 62 yards.

Both teams had just seven offensive series, including just one series
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each in the third quarter. After Carolina built a 10-0 lead, the Patriots an-
swered with a field goal right before the half and then took their second half
kick and engineered an 8-play, 70-yard drive that ended when Brady connected
with Gronkowski for a 9-yard touchdown pass to tie the game at 10-10.

Carolina answered with a 13-play, 81-yard drive that ended with a 15-
yard touchdown pass from Netwon to TE Greg Olsen to take a 17-10 lead.
That drive was kept alive when Newton scrambled on a third-and-seven play,
breaking numerous tackles to convert on a 14-yard run. Newton completed all
seven of his pass attempts on that drive for 77 yards.

The Patriots scored on their next two possessions, with a 1-yard touch-
down run by RB Stevan Ridley to tie the game at 17-17 and then a 26-yard
field goal by K Stephen Gostkowski that gave the Patriots a 20-17 lead. The
scoring drives were sandwiched around a key three-and-out defensive series
that included a 7-yard sack by DE Rob Ninkovich, his second of the night.

Newton and the Panthers marched right down the field before hitting
Ginn on a hitch route. Ginn escaped a few defenders before racing down the
sidelines and into the end zone.

The Patriots were two-for-five in the red zone, including the last play of
the game. In the second quarter, the Patriots reached the Carolina 13-yard line
before a Ridley fumble ended the drive. Then in the fourth quarter, the Patriots
reached the Carolina 8-yard line before being forced to settle for a field goal.

The Patriots ended a streak of 36 straight games with at least one turn-
over, a streak that began in October of 2011.

The Patriots quarterbacks combined for four touchdown passes, the of-
fense gained 250 yards on the ground and the defense forced four turnovers
in a 42-35 victory over the Philadelphia Eagles in the preseason home opener
at Gillette Stadium.

3B Tom Brady made his 2014 preseason debut and played the first two
offensive series, finishing 8-0f-10 for 81 yards with one touchdown and one
interception. After taking the opening game kickoff and moving to the Phila-
delphia 30-yard line, Brady had a pass intercepted by CB Cary Wiliams, who
returned the pick 77 yards for an early touchdown. Brady responded by engi-
neering a S-play, 74-yard drive that ended with a 15-yard touchdown pass to
WR Kenbrell Thompkins.

On the Eagles first play of the next drive, LB Dont’a Hightower forced a fum-
ble after a short pass to WR Ifeanyi Momah that was recovered by DL Tommy
Kelly at the Philadelphia 28-yard line. Rookie GB Jimmy Garoppolo entered the
game after the turnover and threw a 15-yard touchdown pass to FB James
Develin to give the Patriots a 14-7 lead. Garoppolo took the Patriots on a 13-
play, 75-yard drive on the next series that ended with a 4-yard touchdown pass
to WR Brandon LaFell for a 21-7 lead. Garoppolo finished the first half and
completed 6-of-12 passes for 72 yards with two touchdowns.

The Eagles scored on their final two second quarter possessions to tie the
game at 21-21.

Ryan Mallett entered the game in the second half and helped the Patriots
score on their first three offensive drives. S Duron Harmon intercepted Eagles
@B Mark Sanchez on the second play after halftime and returned the pick 33
yards to the Philadelphia 12-yard line. Three plays later, Mallett scored on a
B-yard run for a 28-21 Patriots lead.

After Philadelphia tied the game on the next series, Mallett drove the Patri-
ots 80 yards in six plays before rookie RB Roy Finch scored on a 10-yard run
for a 35-28 lead.

Rookie CB Malcolm Butler forced and recovered a Philadelphia fumble on
the first play of the ensuing drive to give the Patriots a first down at the Phila-
delphia 28-yard line. Four plays later, Mallett connected with WR Brian Tyms
for a 17-yard touchdown pass for a 42-28 New England lead.

The Eagles closed the gap to 42-35 heading into the fourth quarter, but
Philadelphia was stopped at the New England 1-yard line on a fourth-and-goal
situation and the Patriots were able to run out the final 4:39 of regulation to
secure the win.

GROUND ATTACK

The Patriots offense rushed for 250 yards. Last season, the Patriots had
one 200-yard rushing game, gaining 267 yards on the ground in a 34-20 win
vs. Buffalo in the regular season finale on Dec. 29, 2013.

Edelman began his college football career with a year at the College of San Mateo (Calif.)
before transferring to Kent State where as a senior he completed 56 percent of his
passes (153 of 275 passes for 1,820 yards) with 13 touchdowns. He was also the
leading rusher, gaining 1,551 yards on 215 attempts (an average of 7.5 yards per carry)
and scoring 13 touchdowns. His offensive numbers broke Kent State’s single-season
record for total offense set by Joshua Cribbs in 2003. Said head coach Bill Belichick on
the versatility of Edelman: “He played the quarterback position in college at Kent State
and all the positions really that he’s played in the NFL - covering kicks, returning kicks,
slot receiver, outside receiver, slot defender - he didn't do any of those things in college.
I think that really speaks to his versatility and how much he’s grown as a player and how
many things he’s learned how to do that he really didn't have much experience with in

137 Ea . college. I'd say that's pretty unusual, especially to be as competent in them as he is.”
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EDELMAN TAKES HIS FATHER'S ADVICE

If there is one thing Julian Edelman has never lacked, it's athletic ability. A dualthreat
quarterback at Kent State and former baseball standout in high school, Edelman once
wowed Toronto Blue Jays players with his impressive footwork while fielding ground balls
in an appearance at batting practice in 2011. This natural ability may have been over-
looked by NFL scouts, who let him fall to the Patriots in the seventh round of the 2009
NFL Draft. Edelman, who has already passed his career highs in receiving yards and re-
ceptions this season, remains focused on the lessons his father, Frank Edelman, taught
him at a young age. “I'm still constantly trying to learn,” Edelman told the Boston Herald.
“My dad always put it in my head, when you're green, you're growing, when you're ripe,
you're lost. WWhen you're done learning, you're done.”

Arrington moved from 24 to 25 in an agreement with Adrian Wilson in 2013 to
accommodate the veteran's desire to keep the same jersey he had worn during his 12-
year NFL career.

The road to the NFL has been anything but easy for linebacker and 2013 second-round
draft pick Jamie Collins. The youngest of five siblings growing up in Meadville, Miss., Col-
lins lost bath of his parents when he was six years old and was raised by one of his sis-
ters, who was in her mid 20s. Collins turned to football as an outlet to help him through
the tough times. “It means a lat. It's my living,” Collins told the Boston Herald. “It kept me
on track.” Collins’ resiliency in dealing with adversity has made a lasting impact on fellow
Mississippi native Stevan Ridley, who grew up 30 miles west of Meadville in Natchez,
Miss., and got to know Collins through a family friend. “What I've known about him, he
really has been a strong person,” Ridley told the Herald. “Anybody that’s gone through the
thing that he’s gone through and still find a way to be successful on the foatball field, you
have to be mentally tough. That's what he’s kind of done as a teammate here. He's come
in here and accepted his role and did a pretty good job as a rookie.”

Taken behind 37 other de-
fensive linemen in the 2013 NFL Draft, the defensive tackle was cut by two teams over
a span of just 11 days. After selecting him in the sixth round with the 198th overall pick,
the Houston Texans cut Jones on Aug. 31. Jones signed with the Tampa Bay Bucca-
neers on Sept. 1, but lasted only 10 days, as the Buccaneers released him on Sept., 10.
Rather than be deterred by these early disappointments, however, Jones maintained a
positive outlook when he signed with the Patriots on Sept. 11, and it has paid off in a big
way. Thrust into a starting role after key injuries to the defensive line, Jones finished his
rookie season with six sacks. Jones’ sudden success may come as a surprise to some,
but not to Dave Clawson, Jones’ college coach at Bowling Green. Jones was part of
Clawson’s first recruiting class and blossomed into an All-American and two-two time
captain for the Falcons. “It's hard to talk about Chris without getting a little bit emational,”
Clawson told the Boston Herald, “because he was that special of a player and person in
our program.”
