TD on the ground. In 2018, appeared in 12 games (5 starts) and 
recorded 30 recepts. for 438 yds. and 3 TDs. Redshirted in 2017. In 
2016, appeared in all 13 games (9 starts) and recorded 40 recepts. 
for 580 yds. and 7 TDs. Also threw a 4-yd. TD pass. As a freshman 
in 2015, appeared in 11 games (6 starts) and recorded 14 recepts. 
for 149 yds. Additionally completed 1 pass for a 58-yd. TD.
