FOOTBALL BACKGROUND KNOWLEDGE

What information is provided? The part? The whole? How can you use the information given to determine 
the missing information?

What strategies can you use to solve each problem?

Is there a proportion you can set up to make a prediction?

Prompt students to draw a strip diagram to show the parts of the ratio. For example, for the 
problem 2 the students would draw a strip diagram with 2 parts for the red t-shirts and 1 part for 
the blue t-shirt. Students may use the strip diagram to solve the problem.
